This
chapter also discusses enhancements that span multiple environments, including how to design with user

coordinate systems.

Chapters 2 and 3 introduce new features in the part modeling, sketching, and assembly environments. New
functionality includes rule-based filleting, multi-part part design, shrinkwrap, and layout design, as well as

enhancements to existing functionality.

Chapter 4 focuses on enhancements made to help the documentation process. The new Aligned Section view

is discussed, as well as annotation changes that have been released with Inventor 2010.
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
