AutoCAD LT Fundamentals

Course Length: 5 days

The AutoCAD LT Fundamentals will enable students to create a basic 2D drawing. Even at this fundamental
level, AutoCAD LT is one of the most sophisticated computer applications that you are likely to encounter.
Part 1 (three days) covers the indispensable core topics for working with AutoCAD LT. The teaching strategy
is to start with a few basic tools that let the student create and edit a simple drawing. Part 2 (two days)

continues with more sophisticated techniques that extend your mastery of the program.

The main topics covered in this course include:
¢ Understanding the AutoCAD LT workspace and user interface
¢ Using basic drawing, editing, and viewing tools
¢ Organizing drawing objects on layers
e Inserting reusable symbols (blocks)
¢ Preparing a layout to be plotted
