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Revit Architecture Intermediate

Course Length: 3 days

Revit Architecture is a powerful Building Information Modeling (BIM) program that works the way Architects
think. From Preliminary Design through Design Development, and into Construction Documents, the program
streamlines the design process with a central 3D model. Changes made in one view update across all views

and on the printable sheets. The name “Revit” implies this ease of revision that is at the heart of the software.

Since building projects themselves tend to be extremely complex, Revit Architecture is a necessarily a
complex program. The objective of the Revit Architecture 2010 Intermediate course is to enable students who
have a basic knowledge of Revit to increase their productivity through additional collaboration tools, advanced

design development tools, and advanced construction document tools.

The main topics covered in this course include:
e Set up project phasing.
¢ Create and display a variety of design options.
e Use groups.
e Link Revit files.
e Import and export files, including exporting for energy analysis.
e Understand, use, and set up worksets.
e Create multiple-slope floors, roofs, and slabs.

¢ Create and annotate details.
¢ Create schedules, including material takeoff schedules.
¢ Add keynotes and legends.
o Work with advanced viewing tools.
